
June 10th, 2010 - Minutes of RSI regionalization committee (Not yet approved)

Present - Dewolf (WCALS), Fera (Lyons), Blanchard (Macedon Town), Drollette (NAVA), Biernbaum (NWCH), Steuber (FLCC), Davidoff (Remac Chair), Kelly (FLA), Comella (FLA), Watkins (MFC), Tatlock (MFC), Carlotta (VF), Syrett (NWCH)

It was decided at the meeting that there were 3 main focus areas that would need to be addressed to complete an initial regionalization project (initial certification, training and quality assurance). Each of the 3 physicians present agreed to lead one focus area. Members of the committee then agreed to work on one of the focus areas. Action items were then agreed on for each group to be completed by June 30th.

There then followed a discussion to assist the Initial Certification Focus Group in their determination of eligibility of individual providers and also agency requirements to certify  as an RSI agency. Agreement was reached on the following issues

· Eligibility requirements could only be used to guide a certification committee, each applicant would have to be considered on individual merits on a person by person basis.
· Agencies wanting to provide RSI would also have to go thru a certification process demonstrating a need for RSI within their patient population.
· Individual provider experience is important to eligibility but is difficult to define, chronologically experienced providers may have never intubated and new paramedics may have multiple successful intubations. Some possible guides that could be used included time as an intubator, number of patient contacts and number of hours worked per week in EMS. 
· As an initial starting point it was suggested that preferred individual criteria to become an RSI medic could include; 3 years as an ALS provider, average of 20 hours/week providing EMS services and an a minimum of 100 ALS encounters per year.
· Action items were defined for the certification focus group and agreed they would be completed by June 30th, 2010.
A brief discussion determined action items for the other 2 focus groups to be completed by June 30th, 2010.

It was agreed that Dr Syrett will report to the REMAC on progress at the next REMAC meeting and would continue to chair the subcommittee. Email will be used as the preferred form of communication. The website www.waynecountyems.com would be used to share resource items as needed.

The meeting was adjourned at 9.15am. A date for the next meeting will be arranged at a later date.

Focus 1 - Initial Certification

Action items 

1. Determine preferred number criteria for individual RSI medics that could be used as certification requirements.

2. Meet with the MLREMS RSI subcommittee chair to discuss the possibility of developing a standardized approach to RSI certification and sharing of any individual provider data to assist each group in certification.

3. Determine a list of agency requirements that would have to be met to allow RSI at the agency level.

Focus 2 - Training

Action Items

1. Dr Davidoff and group will work with the MFC education coordinators to convert the current Mercyflight RSI training program to one appropriate for ground providers.

2. Dr Davidoff and group will work to determine an estimated annual cost of training and maintaining skills of an individual RSI medic that would then be charged to the medic to maintain the RSI ability.

3. Dr Davidoff and group will investigate online resources that could be utilized to maintain RSI certication.

The completion date for the training group action items will be June 30th, 2010.

Focus 3 - Quality Assurance
